Market Summary

The stock market on Thursday opened on a positive note. However, it
reversed the earlier gains in the second half and conclued the session in
the red zone amid pofit taking by the investors. The Benchmark KSE-100
index made an intra-day high and low at 86,013.46 (344.19 points) and
85,425.74 (-243.53 points) respectively while closed at 85,453.22 by
losing 216.05 points. PKR in today’s interbank depreciated by Rs 0.0706
against USD and closed at Rs277.7908. The value of shares traded
during the day was Rs27.911 billion. Market capitalization stood at
around Rs11.159 trillion. Overall, trading volumes for the day decreased
to 503.61 million shares compared with Wednesday’s tally of 595.73
million. PTC was the volume leader with 52.2 million shares, gaining
Rs1.32 to close at Rs14.52. It was followed by HUBCXD with 46.6 million
shares, losing Rs0.69 to close at Rs112.73 and PIAHCLA with 25.5 million
shares,gaining Rs1.85 to close at Rs20.35.
